Injury and Illness Dues Policy
An injured player or a player with a serious illness will be given refund of dues only if the injury/illness prevents the player from training or playing in games for a minimum of two months.

To qualify for refund, the player must present a doctor’s statement verifying the date the injury was sustained or the date of the onset of the illness and that the player’s injury/illness will prohibit him/her from participating in training and games. 

The amount of the refund will be based on the following schedule:

	Month One of injury/illness
	Dues paid in full – no refund

	Month Two of injury/illness
	Dues paid in full – refund eligible Day 61

	Month 3+ of injury/illness
	No Dues if inactive for the full month, plus a refund of Month Two Dues


Following the expiration of inactive status, dues will be owed for the month in which the player returns. Should a player become injured or ill and must withdraw from the club, the player is not responsible for the balance of dues after the date of the injury or illness.  

Procedure for Requesting Refund for Injured Player:

The “doctor’s statement” and the “Post Injury or Illness Parent/Guardian Waiver & Release Form” (found on the WPFC website) must be mailed to the Treasurer of the Board of Directors at the following address:
